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Criteria for Eligibility
This fund is for marginalised women.  
Applications should be for projects within one of the following areas:

· Addictions

· Prostitution

· Trafficking

· Violence and Abuse 
Who can apply?

Not for profit organisations and registered charities, working in the Republic of Ireland.

How often are grants awarded?

There will be one round in 2010, Closing date is Friday 19th November
General Criteria for Assessment

Applications from Groups must be from community and voluntary groups that possess charitable aims and are not for profit. Organisations should also display the following qualities; 

· A commitment to Equal opportunities

· A willingness to share learning with others

· Where possible, that service users are involved in the design, planning and delivery of the project

· A commitment to working in partnership with other organisations

· Applications should include clear, detailed realistic costings and timescales

· For larger grants the project must be sustainable beyond a three year period or completed within this term

· The OLC Ireland Trust Fund will support areas that a not currently well supported by the state

The OLC Ireland Trust Fund will not fund:

A group’s ongoing project or running costs

Salary costs of core staff

General appeals

Design or print costs

Work that has already taken place

Sponsored events

Statutory organisations or direct replacement of statutory funding

Party political initiatives

Sports without an identifiable charitable element

Animal charities

How do applicants apply for a grant?
Applications must be made in writing using the appropriate Application Form. This may be downloaded at www.communityfoundation.ie and can be emailed to info@foundation.ie. Hard copy Application Forms are also available on request from The Community Foundation for Ireland. 
What happens next?
If your application is deemed suitable, you will receive a written acknowledgement of your application within five working days. If your application does not meet the criteria and is deemed unsuitable, The Community Foundation for Ireland will notify you in writing. Following the deadline for applications, your application will be referred to the Grants Committee for adjudication. 
How does the Grants Committee make decisions?
The grants will be awarded by the Grants Committee who will consider the following:
· Eligibility and best fit to the criteria

· The funds available for distribution

· The history of grants awarded in the past

· Whether the applicant could apply elsewhere i.e. are funds available already?

How will an applicant be notified? 
Where an application is successful The Community Foundation for Ireland will write to the applicant enclosing the payment.  The applicant must acknowledge receipt of the grant in writing, confirming that the grant will be used for the purpose it was applied for and agreeing to any terms and conditions attached.  Within six months of receipt of the funds, Groups must submit an Outcome Report to The Community Foundation for Ireland confirming how the grant has been spent. Guidelines for completion of such reports are available from The Community Foundation for Ireland. 
Where an application is partially successful i.e. only part of the funds applied for have been given, The Community Foundation for Ireland will write to the applicant advising them how much has been awarded enclosing the payment and advising any terms that must be met and the above process applies.
Monitoring and Evaluation
Organisations in receipt of a grant will be required to provide an Outcome Report, six months from the date the grant is issued. OLC may also require mention of the grant in annual reports and accounts and any other appropriate publication. 
Each grant is normally in the range €500 to €5,000.  The maximum grant available is €10,000 only when there are exceptional circumstances. Grants are normally once off although the Grants Committee may consider recurrent grants in exceptional circumstances.
