Accompanying Notes and Guidelines
Please read these notes carefully before completing the application form.

So, what are the distinctive characteristics of philanthropy? Here are some guidelines:

■Philanthropy is from both the head and the heart, it is truly planned giving.

■Philanthropy attacks the cause of a problem rather than easing the symptoms.

■Philanthropy provides financial capital to managers with a vision and a plan to achieve      charitable aims.

■Philanthropy focuses on results and is focused on the longer term and on sustainability.

Who can be nominated?

Nominees should be individuals in their own right, NOT companies, or people working for companies that are making a donation. The nominees can either be living in Ireland (even if not currently resident for tax purposes) or be philanthropists whose generosity impacts directly on Ireland. Nominees should be people who themselves have made a personal financial contribution. Volunteers who raise funds from others are not eligible.
Contacting the Nominee

You are asked to please contact the nominee to confirm they are happy to have their name submitted. If this is not done, the application cannot proceed to the next stage. Please ask them if they would prefer to be contacted at a home or work address and if providing an email, please ensure it is a personal email address.

Media: it is expected that the awards will be covered by the national media which may involve interviews with the award winners and finalists. 

Definition of Irish, International and Local Awards

Philanthropist of the Year-Ireland: For people whose philanthropy is focused on projects of a significant scale in Ireland.

Philanthropist of the Year-International: For Irish philanthropists whose giving is focused outside Ireland, for example in developing countries.
Philanthropist of the Year-Local: For people whose philanthropy is focused on local or regional projects in Ireland.

Have you a Connection with the Nominee?

For example, if you are related to the nominee (please note that if you are, this does not rule out the nomination)

Making a Joint Application with e.g. another charity

If you are aware that a person you would like to nominate is involved in other projects, you may like to submit a joint application with other groups/charities. Please complete a single application form and provide signed letters of support from each nominating organisation.

How Many Applications can an Organisation make?

There is no limit. However, we reiterate that the prior agreement of the donor for nomination is required.
