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The current economic downturn has had a profound impact on Ireland. The
Community Foundation for Ireland has increased its grant-making in 2009 and we
expect to do so again in 2010. We are being inundated for support from charities
and community groups across Ireland. We will only be able to support one in
fourteen applications this year.

Recent CSO figures indicate that there is still significant wealth in Ireland - total
financial assets among Irish households excluding the family home are in excess
of €282 billion. The Community Foundation has called on the government to help
stimulate Irish philanthropy with an imaginative set of proposals. This includes:

The retention of relief at the higher level of tax.

There should be no upper threshold for individuals or companies, at the very
least it should not apply to those seeking to establish an endowment.
Introduce tax benefits in relation to donation of property through split/charitable
remainder income trusts (i.e. where donors put property in trust for a charity
with the rights to the capital and income elements being split between the
donor and the recipient). Ireland has one of the highest rates of property
ownership in the world

Your clients could get involved in early stage philanthropy through The Community Foundation. Once their fund is
set up (which can be done overnight) they could then invite applications and make grants. Examples of recent
groups funded by The Foundation include:

Bodywhys - Eating Disorders Association of Ireland : To fund 'Helping Your Child Recover', a booklet for
parents and carers of people affected by eating disorders €2,500 granted

Carlow Volunteer Centre : To establish a Befriending Network to assist the resettlement of a group of
Burmese Rohingya refugees due to arrive in Carlow. The centre will support the Network through a programme
of activities aimed at ensuring the refugees' integration €3,000 granted

Over €153,655 in grants was made to 95 projects throughout Ireland in Round 1 of the Small Grants Programme
2009. Round 2 saw a surge in requests totaling almost €1.5million. Over €100k will be available for Round 2. It is
worth shouting about the fact that The Community Foundation is one of the few funders to increase its support to
the community sector in this economic downturn.
